Tapping Noise From A-Pillar Area

SUBJECT/CONCERN:

NORTH AMERICA

MARKETS:

SITUATION:

When traveling at speeds over 60 km/h (37 mph) a constant low-level tapping noise can be

heard coming from the A-pillar area, on one or both sides of the vehicle. In some cases, further

investigation may have found that the windshield molding may have become loose.

CONDITION SUMMARY:
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CAUSE:

Insufficient windshield molding clip tension.

ACTION:

Follow the instructions below.

NOTES:

Do not order a new 'repair kit' for each repair. Each 'repair kit' contains enough 3M™

adhesive tape - ST 1200, 3M™ surface cleaner wipes and 3M™ Adhesion Promoter

06396 to repair approximately 10 repairs. If additional 3M™ DP8810NS adhesive is

required, order LR159365 in the part list below, as required.

1 sachet of 3M™ Adhesion Promoter 06396 can be used for 2 windshield moldings,

when applied at the same time.

1 sachet of 3M™ surface cleaner will clean the surface of 2 windshield moldings.

2 10 mm x 620 mm strips of 3M™ adhesive tape - ST 1200 are required per vehicle.

2. Release the second clip by pulling the bolt cover away from the vehicle in a

forward direction.

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CAUTIONS:

Extra care must be taken not to damage the windshield molding.

Do not use tools during this operation, removal of the component must be

completed by hand.

Remove the retaining bolt and then remove the left windshield molding.

1. Pull the windshield molding down in the direction shown in the illustration.

2. Release the windshield molding from the vehicle by pulling in a forward direction.

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NOTE:

The windshield molding carrier is secured to the body using 2 strips of double

sided tape, 5 clips and polyurethane adhesive.

Check that the 2 strips of double sided tape are fully adhered to the body.

By hand, pull along both edges of the windshield molding carrier while visually

inspecting the tape for adhesion.

If both strips of double sided tape are fully adhered to the body, continue

to step 14.

If any of the strips of double sided tape are not fully adhered to the body,

renew the windshield molding carrier as part of a separate warranty

claim (see TOPIx Workshop Manual section 501-11: Glass, Frames and

Mechanisms - Removal and Installation - Windshield Molding Carrier).

1 adhesive cartridge contains enough adhesive to repair both windshield moldings on 1

vehicle.

Visually inspect the windshield molding carrier for damage to the clipping features

shown in the illustration.

If the clipping features are not damaged, as shown in the image with a GREEN

'✓', continue to step 15.

If any of the clipping features are damaged, as shown in the image with a RED

'X', renew the windshield molding carrier as part of a separate warranty claim

(see TOPIx Workshop Manual section 501-11: Glass, Frames and Mechanisms

- Removal and Installation - Windshield Molding Carrier).

Do not apply adhesive to the upper section of the slotted holes, where the

windshield molding locates, as it will obstruct the installation of the

windshield molding.

Do not apply too much sealant as the excess will obstruct the installation of

the windshield molding.

NOTE:

Remove any excess adhesive before the adhesive cures.

Using the recommended adhesive and applicator, apply the adhesive in the bottom of

the slotted holes.

Remove any excess adhesive before the adhesive cures.

Using the recommended adhesive and applicator, apply the adhesive into the top and

bottom of the round holes.

Apply felt tape to cover each of the 11 windshield molding retaining ribs, as

shown in the illustration.

If the clipping features are not damaged, as shown in the image with a GREEN

'✓', continue to step 24.

If any of the clipping features are damaged, as shown in the image with a RED

'X', a new windshield molding must be ordered and claimed as part of a

separate warranty claim before continuing to step 24.

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Inspect the rubber seal on the windshield molding for damage. If the seal is damaged a

new windshield molding is required before continuing with this step, this must be

claimed as a separate warranty claim.

NOTE:

Allow a minimum of 60 seconds for the 3M™ surface cleaner to dry

before continuing.

Using 3M™ surface cleaner, clean the inside edge of the rubber seal, as shown

highlighted in the illustration.

NOTE:

Allow a minimum of 90 seconds for the 3M™ adhesion promoter to dry

before continuing.

Following the manufacturer's specifications, apply the 3M™ adhesion promoter

to the inside edge rubber seal, as shown highlighted in the illustration.

Cut a length of 3M adhesive tape - ST 1200 to the following dimensions:

10 mm x 620 mm

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NOTE:

Make sure the 3M adhesive tape is aligned with the edge of the rubber

seal.

Gradually remove the adhesive backing and install the 3M adhesive tape - ST

1200 (or equivalent) in small sections at a time. Apply firm pressure along the

entire length of the rubber seal to make sure the adhesive is bonded.

Install the windshield molding in the directions shown in the illustration.

NOTE:

Make sure all of the clips are correctly located and fully engaged.

Do not fully tighten the retaining bolt at this stage.

If excessive movement and/or an excessive gap between the windshield molding

and the windshield is evident, remove the windshield molding and repeat step

25.

If excessive movement and/or an excessive gap between the windshield molding

and the windshield is not evident, continue to step 27.

If a new windshield molding bolt cover is required, it must be painted before

installing.

Inspect the retaining clip on the windshield molding bolt cover.

If the retaining clip is broken, as shown highlighted in the illustration, install a

new windshield molding bolt cover during the next step and claim it as part of

a separate warranty claim.

If the retaining clip is not broken, install the original windshield molding bolt

cover during the next step.
