Links Schematic pages which are specific to certain
model, option or country variations will have a
small “Qualifier” after the Previous Arrow in the
upper left—hand corner. For example, a section
might contain pages specific to petrol engines
and some pages specific to diesel engines.
“Petrol” will be shown in the upper left hand
corner of petrol specific pages, and “Diesel”
will be shown in the upper left hand corner of
diesel specific pages.
